· All systems/institutions designed and structured to serve only white society 

· In place before end of slavery

· Modified, but maintained following slavery

· Blessed/approved by most churches

· Legal until Civil Rights Movement
	· Indian Genocide

	· Post Civil Rights Movement

· Illegal, Deliberate, Covert

· Burrowed and 

· hidden

· Measures by intentionality, legality or opportunity, rather than by results

· Temporary, transitional

· Often out of compliance

· Dependent on non-enforcement of the law

· Non-compliance

· Red-lining

· Block-busting, steering

· Changing personnel qualifications

· Gerrymandering

· Privatization

· Policy harassment and brutality

· Redefining economic boundaries and controls

	· Laws changed, but not institutional structures

· Adjusts and maintains white power and privilege

· Historically traceable to decisions under legal and intentional racism

· Beyond legality

· Cannot be measured by intentionality or equal opportunity

· Can only be measured by results
	· Housing segregation intensified

· Schools separate and unequal

· “Permanent Underclass” acceptable

· Criminalization and demonization of People of Color

· Militarization of policy system

· Racist multicultural diversity
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
