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We usually list poor communities in this circle; for the purposes of this activity we’re specifying the community of families involved with the child welfare system.





Why isn’t poverty listed inside or outside the circle? Because poverty is this. Poverty creates this industry. This is about power – who has it and who doesn’t. 





There is plenty of spiritual poverty in the institutions above, but it’s not listed because spiritual poverty doesn’t have institutional power. Within child welfare, safety and prevention is a combined public and private operation. 





This arrangement is fluid; it’s not static.
